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Last week in Reading, the class finished working with informational text, text features, and main idea.  This week, the students will begin listening to, reading, and discussing fables.  Fables typically have animals as characters and teach us a moral (or lesson).  The students will definitely enjoy watching fables on video too. Believe it or not, some students struggle in understanding how a lesson relates to themselves.  Please check to see if your child can tell you what lessons they learned from the stories we read in class this week.  We will also be discussing the skills of identifying story elements (character/setting/problem/solution) along with visualizing and asking questions.  We will read fairytales after we finish fables. 

[image: image4.wmf]In Language Arts/Writing, to-date we have learned about nouns, common/proper nouns and pronouns. This week, the students will describe nouns by using Adjectives.  Using adjectives, the class will also start writing a personal narrative piece describing an event or place in their life (their bedroom).  Please discuss these topics with your child to share ideas they may want to include in their writing. (
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In Math, the class will start taking timed Mad Minutes, so please have your child practice multiplication facts (factors x2, x3, x4).  We also continue working on Eureka Math. Our lessons focus on equal groups, size of groups, and arrays.  This week, we are working on Lessons 9/10 which focus on the distributive property of multiplication.  Students will be bringing home a STUDY GUIDE this week to prepare for the Mid-Module Assessment.  Please review this guide with your child.  
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In Science, the students are still learning about Forces. Last week, they were introduced to Friction.  We are conducting an experiment to see friction this week.  We will move on to magnetism next.  Please ask your child to tell you about what they learned in class.
