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In Reading, the class finished learning about fables, myths, folktales and their story elements.  This week, they will be listening to, reading, and discussing the story William’s House by Ginger Howard. This story is historical fiction and provides the students with a look at colonial America.  This story ties in nicely with our Social Studies curriculum’s look at communities over time.  Please ask your child to tell you how their lives are different from the children of 1637. ( The vocabulary words we will be discussing include barrels, cellar, clearing, pegs, spoil, and steep. I’m sure there will be others we find along the way! The comprehension skill and strategy lesson for this story is Drawing Conclusions.  A conclusion is a decision you reach after you think about details and facts.  **NOTE: Please ask your child to draw a conclusion when they are reading with you!
[image: image4.wmf]During Language Arts/Writing, the students have been working on writing a 
good paragraph with a main idea, details, and great describing words (adjectives).  They’ve worked very hard to create first drafts and edit their work. They will be writing final drafts this week. Our current grammar skills include verbs and adverbs.  
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In Math, the class is taking timed Mad Minutes, so please have your child practice multiplication facts at home. This week, we are finishing up Module 1 in Eureka Math and will be reviewing. The Module 1 Assessment will be on Thursday this week.  A study guide will be sent home.  Please review this guide with your child.  We will begin Module 2 next which focuses on Time.  
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In Social Studies, the students are learning about Communities. We’ve learned about various landforms in the world and in our community.  We will also be learning about the natural resources, climate, and natural hazards we find.  Please share what you may know about this topic with your child.
